PUBLICATION ETHICS AND PUBLICATION
MALPRACTICE STATEMENT

The following are the standards of expected ethical behaviour for all parties involved
in publishing in the journal JAHR — European Journal of Bioethics: the author, the
journal editor and editorial board, the peer reviewer and the publisher.

These guidelines are based on the existing Elsevier policies and COPE’s Best Practice
Guidelines for Journal Editors.

Duties of the Editor and the Editorial Board

Publication Decisions: the editor of the journal JAHR is responsible for deciding
which of the articles submitted to the journal should be published. The editor is
guided by the policies of the journal’s editorial board and constrained by such legal
requirements as shall then be in force regarding libel, copyright infringement and
plagiarism. The editor may consult with the members of the editorial board or
reviewers in decision making,.

Fair Play: the editor should evaluate manuscripts for their intellectual content
without regard to race, gender, sexual orientation, religious belief, ethnic origin,
citizenship, or political philosophy of the authors.

Confidentiality: the editor and any editorial staff must not disclose any information
about a submitted manuscript to anyone other than the corresponding author,
reviewers, potential reviewers, other editorial advisers, and the publisher, as
appropriate.
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Duties of Reviewers

Contribution to Editorial Decisions: peer review assists the editor in making
editorial decisions and through the editorial communications with the author may
also assist the author in improving the paper.

Promptness: any selected reviewer who feels unqualified to review the research
reported in a manuscript or knows that its prompt review will be impossible should
notify the editor and excuse himself from the review process.

Confidentiality: any manuscripts received for review must be treated as confidential
documents. They must not be shown to or discussed with others.

Standards of Objectivity: reviews should be conducted objectively. Personal
criticism of the author is inappropriate. Reviewers should express their views clearly
with supporting arguments.

Disclosure and Conflict of Interest: privileged information or ideas obtained
through peer review must be kept confidential and not used for personal advantage.
Reviewers should not consider manuscripts in which they have conflicts of interest
resulting from competitive, collaborative, or other relationships or connections with
any of the authors, companies, or institutions connected to the papers.

Duties of Authors

Reporting Standards: authors of reports of original research should present an
accurate account of the work performed as well as an objective discussion of its
significance. Underlying data should be represented accurately in the paper. A paper
should contain sufficient detail and references to permit others to replicate the work.
Fraudulent or knowingly inaccurate statements constitute unethical behaviour and
are unacceptable.

Originality and Plagiarism: the authors should ensure that they have written
entirely original works, and if the authors have used the work and/or words of others
that this has been appropriately cited or quoted. Plagiarism takes many forms, from
‘passing off’ another author’s paper as the one’s own paper, to copying or paraphrasing
substantial parts of another author’s paper (without attribution), to claiming results
from research conducted by others. Plagiarism in all its forms constitutes unethical
publishing behaviour and is unacceptable. Applicable copyright laws and conventions
should be followed. Copyright material (e.g. tables, figures or extensive quotations)
should be reproduced only with appropriate permission and acknowledgement.
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Multiple, Redundant or Concurrent Publication: an author should not in general
publish manuscripts describing essentially the same research in more than one journal
or primary publication. Submitting the same manuscript to more than one journal
concurrently constitutes unethical publishing behaviour and is unacceptable.

Acknowledgement of Sources: proper acknowledgment of the work of others
must always be given. Authors should cite publications that have been influential in
determining the nature of the reported work.

Authorship of the Paper: authorship should be limited to those who have made a
significant contribution to the conception, design, execution, or interpretation of the
reported study. All those who have made significant contributions should be listed
as co-authors. Where there are others who have participated in certain substantive
aspects of the research project, they should be acknowledged or listed as contributors.
The corresponding author should ensure that all appropriate co-authors and no
inappropriate co-authors are included on the paper, and that all co-authors have
seen and approved the final version of the paper and have agreed to its submission
for publication.

Hazards: If the work involves chemicals, procedures or equipment that have any
unusual hazards inherent in their use, the author must clearly identify these in the
manuscript.

Reporting of Research Involving Humans or Animals: Appropriate approval,
licensing or registration should be obtained before the research begins and details
should be provided in the report (e.g. Institutional Review Board, Research Ethics
Committee approval, national licensing authorities for the use of animals). If
requested by editors, authors should supply evidence that reported research received
the appropriate approval and was carried out ethically (e.g. copies of approvals,
licences, participant consent forms). Researchers should not generally publish or
share identifiable individual data collected in the course of research without specific
consent from the individual (or their representative).

The appropriate statistical analyses should be determined at the start of the study and
a data analysis plan for the prespecified outcomes should be prepared and followed.
Secondary or post hoc analyses should be distinguished from primary analyses and
those set out in the data analysis plan. Researchers should publish all meaningful
research results that might contribute to understanding.

Authors should supply research protocols to journal editors if requested (e.g. for
clinical trials) so that reviewers and editors can compare the research report to the
protocol to check that it was carried out as planned and that no relevant details
have been omitted. Researchers should follow relevant requirements for clinical
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trial registration and should include the trial registration number in all publications
arising from the trial.

Disclosure and Conflicts of Interest: all authors should disclose in their manuscript
any financial or other substantive conflict of interest that might be construed to
influence the results or interpretation of their manuscript. All sources of financial

support for the project should be disclosed.

Fundamental errors in published works: when an author discovers a significant
error or inaccuracy in his/her own published work, it is the author’s obligation to
promptly notify the journal editor or publisher and cooperate with the editor to
retract or correct the paper.

[ZJAVA O ETICI OBJAVLJIVANJA I NESAVJESNIM
POSTUPCIMA

U ovom dokumentu prikazani su standardi o¢ekivanog eti¢nog ponasanja svih strana
uklju¢enih u objavljivanje u casopisu jahr — Europski Casopis za bioetiku: autora,
urednika i urednistva ¢asopisa, recenzenata i izdavaca.

Ove smjernice zasnivaju se na postoje¢im politikama Elsevierovih i COPE-ovih
smjernica najbolje prakse za urednike ¢asopisa.

Duznosti urednika i urednistva

Odlucivanje o objavljivanju: urednik ¢asopisa jzhr odgovoran je za odluku o tome
koji od ¢lanaka podastrijetih ¢asopisu moze biti objavljen. Urednik se rukovodi
politikama uredni$tva Casopisa i vezan je zakonskim okvirima koji se odnose na
eventualnu klevetu, povredu intelektualnog vlasnistva i plagiranje. Pri odlucivanju
urednik se moze savjetovati s urednistvom ili recenzentima.

Fair play: urednik rukopise mora procjenjivati prema njihovom intelektualnom
sadrzaju, bez obzira na rasu, rod, spolnu orijentaciju, vjeru, etni¢ku pripadnost,
drzavljanstvo ili politicko opredjeljenje autora.

Povjerljivost: urednik, kao ni bilo tko iz uredniStva, ne smije odati informaciju
o podastrijetom rukopisu nikome drugome osim autoru odredenom za
korespondenciju, recenzentima, potencijalnim recenzentima, drugim savjetnicima
urednistva i izdavacu.
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Duinosti recenzenata

Doprinos urednickom odludivanju: istorazinska recenzija pomaze uredniku pri
donosenju urednickih odluka, a u urednickoj komunikaciji s autorom moze pomo¢i
i autoru pri poboljsanju ¢lanka.

Ekspeditivnost: svaki odabrani recenzent koji se ne osje¢a kvalificiranim za recenziju
rukopisa ili zna da recenziju ne¢e mo¢i ekspeditivno pripremiti, mora obavijestiti o
tome urednika i otkloniti recenziranje.

Povjerljivost: svaki rukopis dobiven na recenziju mora biti smatran povjerljivim
dokumentom. Ne smije ga se pokazati drugome ili 0 njemu s drugima diskutirati.

Standardi objektivnosti: recenziju treba provesti objektivno. Osobna kritika autora
nije primjerena. Recenzenti moraju svoje poglede izrazavati jasno i s podupiru¢im
argumentima.

Otitovanje o sukobu interesa: povlastene informacije ili ideje pribavljene
istorazinskom recenzijom moraju se povjerljivo Cuvati i ne smiju se koristiti za osobni
probitak. Recenzenti ne smiju recenzirati rukopise koji im namec¢u sukob interesa
slijedom kompetitivnog, suradnickog ili drugog odnosa ili veze s bilo kojim od
autora, tvreki ili ustanova povezanih s ¢clankom.

Duinosti autora

Standardi izvjeséivanja: autori koji izvje$¢uju o izvornom istrazivanju moraju
iznijeti to¢an prikaz provedenog rada, kao i objektivnu raspravu njegova znacaja.
Podaci na kojima se rad temelji moraju u ¢lanku biti precizno prikazani. Clanak mora
sadrzavati dovoljno pojedinosti i referenci kako bi drugima omogucio ponavljanje
postupka. Lazne ili svjesno neprecizne izjave predstavljaju neeti¢no ponasanje i nisu
prihvatljive.

Izvornost i plagiranje: autori moraju jamditi da su napisali posve izvorno djelo, a
ako su koristili djelo i/ili rijeci drugih, da su to u¢inili ispravno ih citirajuéi. Plagijat
ima mnogo oblika, od podvaljivanja tudeg ¢lanka kao vlastitoga, do prepisivanja ili
prepric¢avanja znacajnih dijelova tudeg ¢lanka (bez citata), ili prisvajanja rezultata
istrazivanja koja su proveli drugi. U svim svojim oblicima plagiranje predstavlja
neeti¢no ponasanje koje nije prihvatljivo. Postupati treba sukladno zakonima i
konvencijama o intelektualnom vlasni$tvu koji su na snazi. Sadrzaj koji podlijeze
autorskim pravima (npr. tablice, slike ili opsezni citati) moraju se reproducirati samo
s odgovaraju¢im dopustenjem i navodom.

1ZJAVA O ETICI OBJAVLJIVANJA I NESAVJESNIM POSTUPCIMA

Visestruke, suvisne ili istodobne publikacije: opéenito uzevsi, autor ne smije
objavljivati rukopise koji opisuju u bitnome isto istraZivanje u viSe nego jednom
¢asopisu ili primarnoj publikaciji. Podastiranje istog rukopisa istodobno vise nego
jednom casopisu predstavlja neeti¢no ponasanje koje nije prihvatljivo.

Navodenje izvora: rad drugih treba navesti uvijek na odgovarajué¢i nadin. Autori
moraju citirati sve publikacije koje su utjecale na odredenje prirode iznijetog rada.

Autorstvo ¢lanka: autorstvo treba ograniciti na one koji su znacajno pridonijeli
konceptu, nacrtu, izvedbi ili tumacenju iznijete studije. Svi oni koji su dali znacajan
doprinos moraju biti navedeni kao koautori. Ako postoje jo$ neki koji su sudjelovali
u bitnim aspektima istrazivanja, mora im se istaknuti zahvala ili ih se treba navesti
kao suradnike. Autor za korespondenciju mora jam¢iti da su u ¢lanak ukljuceni svi
odgovarajudi koautori i iz ¢lanka iskljuceni svi neodgovarajuci koautori, kao i da su
svi koautori vidjeli i odobrili kona¢nu verziju ¢lanka te se slozili da je se podastre za
objavu.

Rizici: ako rad uklju¢uje kemikalije, postupke ili opremu koja svojom uporabom
otvara bilo kakav neuobicajen rizik, autor to mora u ¢lanku jasno naznaiti.
Izvjeséivanje o istrazivanju koje ukljucuje ljude ili Zivotinje: prije no $to istrazivanje
zapocne, potrebno je pribaviti odgovaraju¢e dopustenje, odobrenje ili registraciju,
a u izvjes¢u treba navesti pojedinosti (npr. dozvola Etickog povjerenstva ustanove,
drzavne institucije nadlezne za uporabu Zivotinja i sl.). Ako to zatrazi urednik,
autori moraju dostaviti dokaz da je istrazivanje dobilo odgovaraju¢u dozvolu i da je
provedeno eticki (npr. presliku dozvole, odobrenja, obrazac za pristanak sudionika
i sl.). Opéenito uzevsi, istrazivaci ne smiju objavljivati ili distribuirati pojedina¢ne
podatke prikupljene tijekom istrazivanja bez posebnog pristanka pojedinca (ili
njegova/njena zastupnika).

Odgovarajuce statisticke analize moraju biti utvrdene na pocetku studije, nakon
Cega treba pripremiti i slijediti plan analize podataka za pretpostavljene rezultate.
Sekundarne ili post hoc analize treba razlikovati od primarnih i onih najavljenih u
planu analize podataka. Istraziva¢i moraju objaviti sve znacajne rezultate istrazivanja
koji bi mogli pridonijeti razumijevanju problematike koja se spominje.

Ako se to zatrazi, autori moraju priskrbiti uredniku casopisa istrazivacke protokole
(npr. za klinicke pokuse), kako bi recenzenti i urednici mogli usporediti izvjes¢e o
istrazivanju s protokolom i provjerili je li provedeno kako je bilo planirano te kako
nisu izostavljene nikakve relevantne pojedinosti. Istraziva¢i moraju slijediti sve bitne
uvjete registracije klinickih pokusa i ukljuciti broj registracije pokusa u sve publikacije
koje iz njega proizadu.
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Ocitovanje o sukobu interesa: svi autori moraju se u svom rukopisu ocitovati o
bilo kakvom financijskom ili drugom bitnom sukobu interesa koji bi mogao biti
protumacen kao utjecaj na rezultate ili tumadenje njihova rukopisa. Ocitovati se
mora i o svim izvorima financijske potpore projekta.

Bitne pogreske u objavljenim radovima: ako autor otkrije bitnu pogresku ili
neto¢nost u njegovom/njenom objavljenom radu, autorova je obveza odmah
obavijestiti urednika ¢asopisa ili izdavaca i suradivati s urednikom kako bi se ¢lanak
povukao ili popravio.

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INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE AUTHORS

JAHR — EUROPEAN JOURNAL OF BIOETHICS is a journal that deals with a
wide range of bioethical topics. The aim of the Editorial Board is to publish articles
related to bioethics in social sciences, humanities, biomedicine, but also in other
sciences. The journal is published twice a year.

Types of articles and a way of assessing articles

The journal publishes reviewed articles as well as articles that are not subject to the
reviewing procedure. The reviewed articles are accepted to be published after having
received two anonymous positive reviews (exceptionally three). The decision on the
publication of articles in the journal “Jahr” is made by the editorial board.

Reviewed articles are categorized as following:

* original scientific papers that contain new, previously unpublished results
of scientific research (Original Articles, Short Communications, Preliminary
Communications);

* scientific papers that contain original, concise and critical presentation of a
particular field or its part, in which the author himself/herself has an active
role (Review Articles); the author’s direct contribution to the particular field
in relation to already published papers needs to be emphasized, as well as the
overview of the already published papers;

* papers that contain useful contributions from and for the profession, and they
do not have to be based on original research (Professional Articles);

* other contributions (Letters to the editor, Essays etc.).
The journal also publishes uncategorized papers, i.e. overviews of bioethics and other
relevant publications published in the past three years in and outside Croatia, as well

as reports and announcements of upcoming bioethics events (public lectures, book
reviews, scientific conferences, etc.). By giving their consent to be published, the
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authors give the journal the right for the first publication of the paper both in its
printed and electronic format.

Works published in the journal Jzhr authors can also publish in other publications
with citing the data about the articles’ first publication.

Layout and manuscripts

Preferable document size is up to 20 pages (including notes, references, tables, graphs
and summary), while reviews and overviews should consist of 4-8 pages. The text
should be written in 12-point Times New Roman font type, 1.5 inches spacing,
and tables and graphs should be included within the text. Pages are numbered in
the lower right corner of each page (including pages with bibliography). Notes
(footnotes) should be inserted at the bottom of the page, where the numerical code
of the footnotes is.

Books and journals that are reviewed should not be older than three years, and the
review should include name and surname of the author (of the work being reviewed),
title of the work, name of the publisher, place of publication, year of publication,
number of pages, and the name and surname of the reviewer at the end.

Manuscript, in layout, must contain following elements:
- name and surname of the author(s),
- name and address of affiliation,
- contact address of the author (if different from affiliation),
- e-mail address,
- full title of the article (and subtitle if necessary),
- structured abstract: objective, methods, results, conclusions of no more than

100-250 words and keywords (no more than 8), in English and Croatian.

If complete bibliographical information regarding cited works is not stated in
footnotes, the author must provide a reference list at the end of the article, containing
complete information on cited works.

Graphs, tables, and images are generally included within the text at the point where
they need to be displayed. Graphs, tables, and images should be enlarged to the
whole page and possess adequate resolution (preferably 300dpi). They should be
properly numbered and titled. If the figures, tables, etc. are reproduced from another
source, the original source must be properly cited. Due to monochrome printing, all
figures, graphs, etc. should be monochrome or grayscale, have a white background
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and be made in applications, such as MS Office. Letters used in figures should be
Arial font.

The accustomed foreign expressions, including the names of documents and
institutions in a foreign language should be written in italics — for example, de facto.
All of highlighting in the text is done in bold. Underline characters are not used in

the text.

Dates are listed as follows: 01 July 2014. Numbers at the beginning of sentences and
approximate numbers are written in words — hundreds, thousands, millions, etc.
Decimal is separated exclusively by commas (e.g. 621,57), and thousands with single
space (1 532 or 10 589 163). Statistical expressions are written in the whole decimal
numbers (e.g. p <0,05).

All abbreviations should be expanded at first mention in the text, and introduced by
placing it in parentheses after the term. It is necessary to respect standard abbreviations
and the rules of shortening.

Quotation taken directly from another author’s text is placed in quotation marks,
and if one part of a quoted text is omitted, it is marked [...].

Citation method and writing literature sources

The editorial board recommends using footnotes as a method of citation. When a
work is cited for the first time (regardless of the language in which the work has been

published), it should look as following:

[for journal article] Roberto Andorno, »The Oviedo Convention: A European
Legal Framework at the Intersection of Human Rights and Health Law«, Journal of
International Biotechnology Law, 2 (4/2005), p. 135.

[for proceedings article or book chapter] Diego Gracia, »History of Medical
Ethics«, in: Henk Ten Have and Bert Gordjin (ed.), Bioethics in European Perspective,
Kluwer, Dordrecht 2001, p. 34.
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[for electronic works of reference] http://www.legalhelpmate.com/health-
caredirective- patient-act.aspx (16 June 2009)

[for institutional publications] The Croatian Bureau of Statistics (2000). Statistical
Yearbook 2006, The Croatian Bureau of Statistics, Zagreb.

[for laws and regulations] Environmental Protection Act (2007). Official Gazette,
110/2007.

In the second and further citations, notes should contain only the initial of author’s
first name and surname of the author, title of the work (book or article) and a page
number:

T. Engelhardt, 7he Foundations of Bioethics, p. 113.

R. Andorno, »The Oviedo Convention: A European Legal Framework at the
Intersection

of Human Rights and Health Lawx, p. 138.

When work is cited consecutively, the note should contain only the abbreviation Ibid

and a page number: Ibid., p. 150.

The works in the bibliography are listed alphabetically. If two or more works written
by the same author and published in the same year are listed, lower-case letters (a, b,
¢, etc.) are added immediately after the year within parentheses (1996a).

The editorial board, naturally, accepts other methods of citation as well, under the
condition they are used consistently within a particular text.

Authors please comply with these rules, and respect and follow the norms of the
standard Croatian language. The editorial board reserves the right to adjust the work
to the editorial propositions and standards of the Croatian language.

Steps to check the manuscript before submitting:

1. The submitted article has not been previously published and is not under
consideration for publication elsewhere. If the article has already been published,
it should be emphasized when submitting the article.

2. The file is in Microsoft Word format.

3. The text should be written in 12-point Times New Roman font type, 1.5 inches
spacing, and tables and graphs should be included within the text.

4. The article is prepared according to the guidelines provided in the instructions
for authors.

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UPUTE AUTORIMA

JAHR — EUROPEAN JOURNAL OF BIOETHICS je ¢asopis koji tematizira $irok
raspon bioeti¢kih tema. Namjera Urednistva je objavljivati ¢lanke koji se ti¢u bioetike
u drustvenim, humanisti¢kim, biomedicinskim, ali i u drugim znanostima. Casopis
izlazi dva puta godi$nje.

Vrste ¢lanaka i nacin procjene ¢lanka

Casopis objavljuje neobjavljene radove odnosno ¢lanke koji se recenziraju i one
koji ne podlijezu recenzijskom postupku. Clanci koji se recenziraju prihvaéaju se za
objavljivanje nakon provedenog recenzijskog postupka, na temelju dviju anonimnih
pozitivnih recenzija (iznimno tri). Odluku o objavljivanju radova u casopisu Jahr
donosi urednistvo.

Recenzirani ¢lanci kategoriziraju se na sljedeci nadin:

* znanstveni ¢lanci koji sadrze nove, jo§ neobjavljene rezultate znanstvenih
istrazivanja (lzvorni lanci, Kratka priopcenja, Prethodna priopcenja);

* znanstveni ¢lanci koji sadrze izvoran, sazet i kriticki prikaz jednog podrugja ili
njegovog dijela, u kojem autor i sam aktivno sudjeluje (Pregledni ¢lanci); mora
biti naglasena uloga autorova izvornog doprinosa u tom podru¢ju u odnosu na
ve¢ objavljene radove, kao i pregled tih radova;

* ¢lanci koji sadrze korisne priloge iz struke i za struku, a ne moraju predstavljati
izvorna istrazivanja (Strucni &lanci);
* ostali radovi (Pisma uredniku, Eseji itd.).
Casopis objavljuje i nekategorizirane radove, odnosno recenzije i prikaze bioeti¢kih,
ali i drugih relevantnih izdanja objavljenih u zadnje tri godine u Hrvatskoj i
inozemstvu, te izvjestaje i najave bioetickih zbivanja (javna predavanja, predstavljanja
knjiga, znanstveni skupovi i sL.).
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Svojim pristankom na objavljivanje autori daju ¢asopisu pravo prvog objavljivanja
u tiskanom i elektronickom formatu. Radove objavljene u casopisu Jzhr autori
mogu objaviti u drugim publikacijama uz navodenje podataka o njihovu prvom
objavljivanju.

Oblikovanje teksta i graficka oprema

Pozeljni opseg ¢lanaka je do 20 stranica (ukljucujudi biljeske, literaturu, tablice,
graficke prikaze i saZetak), a recenzija i prikaza od 4 do 8 stranica. Tekst treba
biti napisan Times New Roman fontom, veli¢ina slova 12, prored 1,5, a tablice i
grafikone treba smjestiti unutar teksta. Stranice se numeriraju u donjem desnom
kutu na svakoj stranici (ukljucujudi i stranicu/e s bibliografijom). Biljeske (fusnote)
nalaze se na podnozju stranice gdje se nalazi broj¢ana oznaka fusnote.

Knjige i casopisi koji se prikazuju ne smiju biti stariji od tri godine, a prikaz treba
ukljuéivati ime i prezime autora ¢ije se djelo prikazuje, naslov djela, naziv izdavaca,
mjesto izdavanja, godinu izdavanja, broj stranica te na kraju prikaza puno ime i
prezime autora prikaza.

Rukopis, u opremi teksta, treba sadrzavati sljede¢e elemente:

1

ime i prezime autora,

naziv i adresu mati¢ne institucije autora,

- autorovu adresu za kontakt (ako se razlikuje od adrese mati¢ne institucije),

- e-mail adresu autora,

- puni naslov rada (eventualno i podnaslov),

- strukturirani  sazetak clanka: cilj, metode, rezultati, zakljucak (kada je
primjenjivo) - ne duzi od 100 do 250 rije¢i i klju¢ne rijeci (ne vise od 8), na
engleskom i hrvatskom.

Ako potpuni bibliografski podaci o citiranim djelima nisu navedeni u biljeskama
(fusnotama), autor je duzan na kraju teksta navesti popis citirane literature s
potpunim podacima o navedenim djelima.

Grafikoni, tablice i slike u pravilu se prilazu unutar teksta na mjestu gdje trebaju
biti prikazani. Unutar priloga trebaju biti pove¢ani na citavu stranicu i posjedovati
adekvatnu razlucivost (pozeljno 300dpi). Svaki grafikon, tablica i slika trebaju biti
numerirani i imati naslov. Ukoliko su preuzeti, izvor mora biti naveden. S obzirom
na jednobojni tisak, svi graficki prikazi trebaju biti monokromatski ili u nijansama
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sive, imati bijelu podlogu i biti izradeni u programu MS Ofhce. Pismo koristeno u
slikama i grafickim prilozima treba biti Arial.

Uvrijezeni strani izrazi, ukljucujuéi nazive dokumenata i institucija na stranom
jeziku pisu se kurzivom — npr. de facto. Sva naglasavanja u tekstu vrse se podebljanim
slovima. Podvlake se u tekstu ne koriste.

Datumi se navode na sljede¢i nadin: 1. srpnja 2014. Brojevi kojima zapocinje
reCenica i aproksimativni brojevi izrazavaju se rije¢ima — stotina, tisu¢u, milijun i
sl. Decimalno mjesto odvaja se isklju¢ivo zarezom (npr. 621,57), a tisudice jednim
razmakom (1 532 ili 10 589 163). Statisticki izrazi piSu se cijelim decimalnim

brojevima (npr. p < 0,05).

Prilikom prvog pojavljivanja izraza koji se krati, potrebno je navesti izraz u cijelosti,
a kraticu definirati u zagradama. Potrebno je uvazavati standardne kratice i pravila
skracivanja.

Citat koji se izravno prenosi iz teksta drugog autora stavlja se u navodnike, a ako se
jedan dio veceg teksta koji se citira Zeli ispustiti, ispusteni dio oznacava se znakom

Radovi u bibliografskom popisu navode se abecednim redom. Ukoliko se navodi vise
radova istog autora iste godine izdanja, treba ih razlikovati slovima (a, b, ¢ itd.) iza

godine izdanja (1996a).

Uredni$tvo, dakako, prihvaca i druge nacine citiranja, pod uvjetom da su dosljedno
provedeni u pojedinom tekstu.

Molimo suradnike ¢asopisa da se pridrzavaju ovih pravila i da postuju i slijede norme
hrvatskog standardnog jezika. Urednistvo zadrzava pravo prilagodbe rada urednickim
propozicijama i standardima hrvatskog knjizevnog jezika.

3. Tekst je pisan Times New Roman fontom, velic¢ine slova 12, prored 1,5, tablice
i grafikoni nalaze se unutar rada.

4. Clanak zadovoljava sve smjernice za oblikovanje navedene u uputama za autore.
