As already mentioned, the additional space has been given for the publication of
two papers in a new section of the Jahr — Artificial Intelligence Humanities: first,
stressing the bioethical aspects of robotics in surgery, and the second, dealing with
transhumanism.

I would like to thank the members of the Editorial Board, peer reviewers, and all
other associates included in the creation of this issue. I owe special thanks to the
Executive Editor, Managing Editor, and our Language Editors for their tremendous
help, but also special thanks go to our member of Editorial Board Gordana Pel¢i¢
for her engagement in motivating authors from International Society for Clinical
Bioethics annual conference to prepare and publish their contributions in this issue.
