We would like to submit the manuscript entitled “VERTICAL AND HORIZONTAL COMPOSITION OF FECAL POLLUTION INDICATOR BACTERIA IN LOTIC AND LENTIC ECOSYSTEMS AT TURKISH THRACE” to your journal. The manuscript has not been under evaluation of another journal. 
Freshwater reservoirs in the world are under threat because of pollution, global warming and increasing human population. Therefore, we have to learn their ecological balance by the monitoring of them. Thus, we can utilize from them for tap water, agricultural irrigation, fisheries, etc. For this aim, both bacterial including and physico-chemical observations are very important tools to evaluate the quality of waters. So, some features in an aquatic ecosystem can limit usage of the reservoir. While lentic (stagnant water) or lotic (running water) biotopes may differ from each other for fecal indicator bacterial distribution, the distribution may change vertically and horizontally. So, the intense of bacteria at some depths can limit the usage of the water column for irrigation/drinking or other intentions. In this study, bacterial and physicochemical (including heavy metal contents) distributions in water columns and sediments at lotic (running) and lentic (stagnant) water resources were evaluated. Thus, it was aimed to suggest the most advantageous column of water resource for both irrigation and other intentions. 
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
